 THE FIRST READING (seated) Deuteronomy 18:15-20 
READER: A Reading from the Book of Deuteronomy 
Moses summoned all Israel and said to them, “The Lord your God will raise up for you a prophet 
like me from among your own people; you shall heed such a prophet. This is what you requested 
of the Lord your God at Horeb on the day of the assembly when you said: ‘If I hear the voice of 
the Lord my God any more, or ever again see this great fire, I will die.’ Then the Lord replied to 
me: ‘They are right in what they have said. I will raise up for them a prophet like you from among 
their own people; I will put my words in the mouth of the prophet, who shall speak to them 
everything that I command. Anyone who does not heed the words that the prophet shall speak 
in my name, I myself will hold accountable. But any prophet who speaks in the name of other 
gods, or who presumes to speak in my name a word that I have not commanded the prophet 
to speak—that prophet shall die.’ ”

THE SECOND READING 1 Corinthians 8:1-13 
READER: A Reading from the First Letter of Paul to the Corinthians 
Now concerning food sacrificed to idols: we know that “all of us possess knowledge.” Knowledge 
puffs up, but love builds up. Anyone who claims to know something does not yet have the 
necessary knowledge; but anyone who loves God is known by him. Hence, as to the eating of 
food offered to idols, we know that “no idol in the world really exists,” and that “there is no God 
but one.” Indeed, even though there may be so-called gods in heaven or on earth—as in fact 
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there are many gods and many lords— yet for us there is one God, the Father, from whom are all 
things and for whom we exist, and one Lord, Jesus Christ, through whom are all things and through 
whom we exist. It is not everyone, however, who has this knowledge. Since some have become so 
accustomed to idols until now, they still think of the food they eat as food offered to an idol; and 
their conscience, being weak, is defiled. “Food will not bring us close to God.” We are no worse off 
if we do not eat, and no better off if we do. But take care that this liberty of yours does not 
somehow become a stumbling block to the weak. For if others see you, who possess knowledge, 
eating in the temple of an idol, might they not, since their conscience is weak, be encouraged to 
the point of eating food sacrificed to idols? So by your knowledge those weak believers for whom 
Christ died are destroyed. But when you thus sin against members of your family, and wound their 
conscience when it is weak, you sin against Christ. Therefore, if food is a cause of their falling, I will 
never eat meat, so that I may not cause one of them to fall.

 THE HOLY GOSPEL (standing as able) Mark 1:21-28 
The Priest reads the Gospel, first saying 

The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Mark. 
People Glory be to thee, O Lord. 

Jesus and his disciples went into Capernaum; and when the Sabbath came, he entered the 
synagogue and taught. They were astounded at his teaching, for he taught them as one having 
authority, and not as the scribes. Just then there was in their synagogue a man with an unclean 
spirit, and he cried out, “What have you to do with us, Jesus of Nazareth? Have you come to 
destroy us? I know who you are, the Holy One of God.” But Jesus rebuked him, saying, “Be silent, 
and come out of him!” And the unclean spirit, convulsing him and crying with a loud voice, 
came out of him. They were all amazed, and they kept on asking one another, “What is this? A 
new teaching—with authority! He commands even the unclean spirits, and they obey him.” At 
once his fame began to spread throughout the surrounding region of Galilee.

Presiding Priest and People 
We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all that is, seen 
and unseen.

the remembrance of them is grievous unto us, the burden of them is intolerable. Have mercy upon 
us, have mercy upon us, most merciful Father; for thy Son our Lord Jesus Christ’s sake, forgive us all 
that is past; and grant that we may ever hereafter serve and please thee in newness of life, to the 
honor and glory of thy Name; through Jesus Christ our Lord.

The people remain standing. The Presiding Priest faces them and says 
 

  The Lord be with you.  
 People And with thy spirit. 

     Presiding Priest Lift up your hearts. 
 People We lift them up unto the Lord. 

     Presiding Priest Let us give thanks unto our Lord God. 
 People It is meet and right so to do. 
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Then, facing the Holy Table, the Presiding Priest proceeds 
It is very meet, right, and our bounden duty, that we should at all times, and in all places, give 
thanks unto thee, O Lord, holy Father, almighty, everlasting God.  
 
Here a Proper Preface is sung or said on all Sundays, and on other occasions as appointed. 
Therefore with Angels and Archangels, and with all the company of heaven, we laud and 
magnify thy glorious Name; evermore praising thee, and saying,  
 

Presiding Priest and People 
Holy, holy, holy, Lord God of Hosts: 
Heaven and earth are full of thy glory. 
Glory be to thee, O Lord Most High. 
Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord. 
Hosanna in the highest. 
 

or  The people kneel or stand. 
 
Then the Presiding Priest continues 
All glory be to thee, Almighty God, our heavenly Father, for that thou, of thy tender mercy, didst 
give thine only Son Jesus Christ to suffer death upon the cross for our redemption; who made 
there, by his one oblation of himself once offered, a full, perfect, and sufficient sacrifice, 
oblation, and satisfaction, for the sins of the whole world; and did institute, and in his holy Gospel 
command us to continue, a perpetual memory of that his precious death and sacrifice, until his 
coming again.  
 
At the following words concerning the bread, the Presiding Priest is to hold it, or lay a hand upon 
it; and at the words concerning the cup, to hold or place a hand upon the cup and any other 
vessel containing wine to be consecrated  
 
For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took bread; and when he had given thanks, he 
brake it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat, this is my Body, which is given for you. Do 
this in remembrance of me.”  
Likewise, after supper, he took the cup; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, 
saying, “Drink ye all of this; for this is my Blood of the New Testament, which is shed for you, and 
for many, for the remission of sins. Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of me.”  
 
Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, according to the institution of thy dearly beloved Son 
our Savior Jesus Christ, we, thy humble servants, do celebrate and make here before thy divine 
Majesty, with these thy holy gifts, which we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath 
commanded us to make; having in remembrance his blessed passion and precious death, his 
mighty resurrection and glorious ascension; rendering unto thee most hearty thanks for the 
innumerable benefits procured unto us by the same. And we most humbly beseech thee, O 
merciful Father, to hear us; and, of thy almighty goodness, vouchsafe to bless and sanctify, with 
thy Word and Holy Spirit, these thy gifts and creatures of bread and wine; that we, receiving 
them according to thy Son our Savior Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his death 
and passion, may be partakers of his most blessed Body and Blood. And we earnestly desire thy 
fatherly goodness mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving; most humbly 
beseeching thee to grant that, by the merits and death of thy Son Jesus Christ, and through faith 
in his blood, we, and all thy whole Church, may obtain remission of our sins, and all other benefits 
of his passion.  And here we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and 
bodies, to be a reasonable, holy, and living sacrifice unto thee; humbly beseeching thee that 
we, and all others who shall be partakers of this Holy Communion, may worthily receive the most 
precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, be filled with thy grace and heavenly 
benediction, and made one body with him, that he may dwell in us, and we in him. And 
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although we are unworthy, through our manifold sins, to offer unto thee any sacrifice, yet we 
beseech thee to accept this our bounden duty and service, not weighing our merits, but 
pardoning our offenses, through Jesus Christ our Lord; By whom, and with whom, in the unity of 
the Holy Ghost, all honor and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world without end. Amen.  
 
And now, as our Savior Christ hath taught us, we are bold to say, 
 
People and Presiding Priest 
Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy Name, thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on 
earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our trespasses, as we 
forgive those who trespass against us. And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. 
For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever and ever. Amen.  
 

THE BREAKING OF THE BREAD 
The Presiding Priest breaks the consecrated Bread. A period of silence is kept. 
 
Then may be sung or said 
Alleluia! Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us; 
Therefore let us keep the feast. Alleluia! 
  
The following prayer may be said. The People may join in saying this prayer 
We do not presume to come to this thy Table, O merciful Lord, trusting in our own righteousness, 
but in thy manifold and great mercies. We are not worthy so much as to gather up the crumbs 
under thy Table. But thou art the same Lord whose property is always to have mercy. Grant us 
therefore, gracious Lord, so to eat the flesh of thy dear Son Jesus Christ, and to drink his blood, 
that we may evermore dwell in him, and he in us. Amen.  
 
Facing the people, the Presiding Priest may say the following Invitation 
The Gifts of God for the People of God.  
and may add   Take them in remembrance that Christ died for you, and feed on him in your 
hearts by faith, with thanksgiving.  
 

This is the Lord’s Table around which we gather.  
All baptized Christians are encouraged to come forward and receive the Body and Blood of 
Christ in the bread and wine of the Eucharist. If you do not wish to receive Holy Communion 

please do come forward, cross your arms across your heart and receive a blessing. 
 

or  THE POST-COMMUNION PRAYER (kneeling or standing as able) BCP p. 339 
Presiding Priest and People 
Almighty and everliving God, we most heartily thank thee for that thou dost feed us, in these 
holy mysteries, with the spiritual food of the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son our Savior 
Jesus Christ; and dost assure us thereby of thy favor and goodness towards us; and that we are 
very members incorporate in the mystical body of thy Son, the blessed company of all faithful 
people; and are also heirs, through hope, of thy everlasting kingdom. And we humbly beseech 
thee, O heavenly Father, so to assist us with thy grace, that we may continue in that holy 
fellowship, and do all such good works as thou hast prepared for us to walk in through Jesus 
Christ our Lord, to whom, with thee and the Holy Ghost, be all honor and glory, world without 
end.

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movement of the Concerto in A minor after 
Antonio Vivaldi, based on Op. 3 No. 8 for 2 violins 
and basso continuo. 
 
Max Drischner (* January 30 1891 at Prieborn , 
Silesia , † April 25 1971 in Goslar ) was a German 
composer , organist and harpsichordist . His work 
consists mostly of works for organ ( chorales , 
fugues , suites ) and psalms and choral works . 
This morning's closing organ voluntary is a brilliant 
setting of the familiar hymn tune, "Praise to the 
Lord".
