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The Second Lesson  1 Peter 2:2-10 

ike newborn infants, long for the pure, spiritual milk, so that by it you may grow 

into salvation—if indeed you have tasted that the Lord is good. Come to him, a 

living stone, though rejected by mortals yet chosen and precious in God’s sight, and 

like living stones, let yourselves be built into a spiritual house, to be a holy 

priesthood, to offer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. For it 

stands in scripture:

All are welcome to come forward to receive Holy Communion. Gluten-free wafers are 

available in addition to bread. Wine may be received either directly from the chalice or 

by using an individual plastic cup. Cups are located on a table in front of the first pew 

on the right as you face the altar. We ask that you not intinct the bread (dip the bread 

into the chalice). After receiving communion, please deposit your cup in the glass 

container located on the right as you head back down the aisle. If you prefer a blessing, 

please cross your arms over your chest to indicate your desire to the priest.
